An over pressure safety valve is fitted along with a vacuum relief valve.

The RO-VAC MKIl is also capable of redirecting the airflow back into the tank for pressurized discharge.

Primarily designed with oil spill applications in mind the RO-TANKER is fitted with large diameter wheels for
towing over rough terrain by industrial or agricultural vehicles such as backhoes, tractors and trucks.

A large diameter hinged hatch with debris screen is fitted to the rear of the tank along with a bottom dis-
charge connection.
